About CCI Vision Trips continued...

How long will be gone?
Typically Vision Trips are between 10-14 days in length.

Travel Dates
Our next trip is planned for:

January 18 - 28, 2012*
*Travel dates may vary slightly depending on optimal travel 
arrangements - dates will be confirmed on Nov 12.

Approximate Itinerary
The listed locations are those that we consistently 
visit during our vision trips. Depending on the IBCM 
schedule, additional locations may be added so that 
the team can take in other exciting events.

Arrive in Chennai (Madras)
As the capital city of Tamil Nadu, Chennai is one of the largest cities in 
the state (over 4 million). Chennai is also traditionally known as the site 
where Jesus’ disciple Thomas was martyred. In more recent news it was 
one of the many locations affected by the 2004 tsunami tragedy.
In Chennai we will: 
- Get acquainted with Indian culture and make a stop in the marketplace.
- Attend an IBCM pastor’s meeting (2000 pastors are expected).

Visit Coimbatore

Visit Trichy
Also known as the temple city, Trichy is home to the 
world’s largest Hindu temple and the famous Rock Fort 
Temple. Trichy is the location of the India Bible Camp 
Ministries head office. We will have the opportunity to 
meet the dedicated staff that have been instrumental in 
bringing the gospel message to thousands of children.

Drive back to Chennai

We will fly to Coimbatore on Saturday and possibly 
attend a youth meeting.  Sunday will be spent at a 
village church outside of Coimbatore and then back 
to Coimbatore for the evening to attend a follow-up 
program.

The next few days will be spent driving back to Chennai.  Enroute to 
Chennai, pastor’s meetings, youth rallies and sight seeing will be the 
order of the days.



Applying For Or Updating Your Passport 
(should be done 8-12 weeks prior to departure)

If you do not have a valid passport it is important to apply for one as 
soon as possible (a valid passport expires no less than six months 
after your return). The quickest way is to visit the Passport Canada 
website and complete your application online, print it and bring it to the 
nearest passport office.

If you have plenty of time (more than 3 months) and would prefer to 
apply by mail, you can get an application form from your local post office, 
the website listed below, or pick one up at our office.

NOTE: If you would like some help filling out your passport application or 
do not have the internet at home feel free to stop by our office. We would 
be happy to help you.

Applying For An Indian Tourist Visa 
(should be done 4-6 weeks prior to departure)

You can get the form from your nearest Indian Consulate or from our 
office.

Getting a visa is generally pretty quick and easy but there are a few 
questions that you may have as you apply. If your question is not 
answered below please contact us.

Where can I get a visa application form?
The easiest way to get a visa application form is to contact our office. We 
would be happy to get you connected to the appropriate consulate.

What is the “purpose of our journey?” (question 17)
We typically apply for Tourist Visas. We as a group will not specifically be 
proselytising (which is the role of the our indigenous partner churches), 
so it is not necessary to apply for a Missionary or Business Visa. 

Where will we visit? (question 18)
We will visit Chennai, Trichy and Coimbatore (it is not necessary to list 
more cities - they just want a general idea).

Immunizations Needed For Travel to India

It’s easy to overlook getting the proper immunizations when travelling. 
While they are not usually required like a passport or visa we feel it is 
wise to take the available precautions.

For your convenience we are arranging information meetings and 
immunization appointments at our office. Contact us for dates and 
details.

**Please contact your local travel health nurse.**

In the past, the following immunizations have been recommended for 
travel to India: 

Typical Immunizations Recommended
Hepatitis A & B (2-3 shots)
Typhoid Fever (shot or pills)
Polio (for those who have not received adult dose)
Measles, Mumps, Rubella
Tetnis, Dippheria (booster) 
Malaria

Applying For An Indian Tourist Visa continued... 

What is our approximate date of departure from Canada and arrival 
in India (question 19)
The dates included in this package are sufficient. They only need to be 
approximate. Your visa will be good for 6 months from the approval date 
regardless of your travel dates.

Do I need references? (in reference to question 20)
In Canada, yes (just list 2 people who can verify you are who you are). In 
India, no (references are not required for Tourist Visas).

Can you help me fill out the form?
Yes, feel free to stop by our office or join us at an upcoming “visa 
application get together.” We’ll help you get it filled out quick and even 
take care of sending it for you.

NOTE: To apply you will need to send 
your passport to the appropriate 
consulate so make sure to do this 
while you are not in need of it (i.e. 
when travelling to the USA). 
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Items Recommended for Travel to India 

Clothing
Men - Indian men wear pants and collared shirts. Ties and sport coats 
are not necessary and may be uncomfortable in the Indian climate.
You will not see many Indian men wearing shorts - we strongly 
recommend wearing pants.
Women - Indian women wear dresses called Sarees 
(typically worn by married women) or Churidhars 
(long top over loose fitting pants). These traditional 
outfits at easily accessible in India for $20+ CAD 
(avg. prices are $50-60).
It is not expected that North American women wear 
traditional clothing. Pants and collared shirts are 
sufficient.

Footwear - You will be most comfortable in sandals 
(most Indians either go barefoot or wear sandals), 
they are also easy to remove in church). Comfortable 
walking shoes are also recommended.

Soap, shampoo, toothpaste, toothbrush, etc. - These items are 
available in India but they may not be easy to find.

Toilet paper - Not always available in Indian bathrooms.

Towel - Easy to find in India and you may receive several as gifts.

Sunscreen & Insect Repellant - These items may not be necessary - 
please contact us for details.

Water bottle

Bible, pen, notebook/journal

Camera - We recommend taking digital photos. Indians love to have their 
picture taken and you may receive many requests for photos.

Snacks - A variety of Indian snacks are available, however you may 
desire a “taste from home.” Pack things that won’t spoil or melt.

Money - Cash (USD or CAD) can be exchanged to Indian Rupees by our 
IBCM staff upon arrival in India.

Anything you feel you cannot live without - Plug in appliances 
(shavers, hair dryers, etc.) should be rated for 220V.
